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MARKUS MEIER ANNOUNCES SPECIAL SHOWS AT TAMWORTH COUNTRY MUSIC FESTIVAL

Celebrating a successful 2011, Territory boy 
Markus Meier is kicking off the New Year 
with a swag of dates at the 40th Tamworth 
Country Music Festival. With the release of 
his album Modern Days mid-year, and the 
subsequent hit singles A Perfect Night and 
Only Human, Markus had a jam-packed 
year in 2011. He was also on the road 
solidly, either for his own headline shows, 
or in support of some of the country’s 
favourite acts. With a selection of key dates 
at Tamworth, Markus is gearing up for a 
massive 2012. 

Markus says he is looking forward to catching up [albeit briefly] with old friends and other artists when he 
rocks into Tamworth in January. “I have always held Tamworth Country Music Festival and the Golden 
Guitars in the highest regard,” he says. “I’ve been going for over 20 years now, and although my style of 
music is far from traditional, I grew up on its foundations and have a healthy respect for music history 
and the legacy. I’m as excited about playing in Tamworth in 2012 as I was as a 10-year-old busking on 
Peel Street.” 

Harking from the Territory, Markus was a recognised face as one of the Territory Boys, always passionate 
about his music. Now based in Queensland, this talented singer songwriter has been earning a stellar 
reputation for his live shows and converting new fans with his album Modern Days. The album, which 
was released on July 16, was recorded with acclaimed producer Garth Porter, and written with Matt 
Scullion and Dan Conway. Recorded with a swag of the best musicians in Australia, including Pete 
Drummond (Dragon) and Ian Lees, the album shows why Markus has been getting the reputation for 
being one of the new breed of country aritsts to watch out for. As a two time Golden Guitar nominee, 
Markus is no stranger to country music audiences, having toured in support of The McClymonts and Lee 
Kernaghan over the past 12 months, and holding the permanent position in Lee’s touring band.  

The forthcoming shows at the Tamworth Festival will feature tracks from Modern Days as well as Markus’ 
previous material. He says audiences can expect to be entertained. “We intend to have our crowd on 
their feet by the end of their first song,” he says. “So if you have a heart condition, you may want to think 
twice! Our style of country is high energy, exciting and has known to be infectious… and that’s just the 
band members. Fans can expect anything really…” 

As the perfect kick-off for 2012, Markus hopes to tour 
throughout the next year, playing to fans around Australia. “We 
are planning to stay out on the road for the next few years and 
take our country music to people the old school way, in the 
process building a new, youthful country fan base,” he says. “I 
would like to earn the reputation of one of the hardest touring 
acts in the country.” And if Markus’ career to date is anything to 
go by, he is on the fast track to earning that title.
